The advantages

The safeguards

You are fully protected against error and, in the
unlikely event of a mistake being made, your bank or
building society guarantees a full refund. You will be
notified of amounts due at least 10 working days in
advance of payment so that you can check the
details.

You may cancel your Instruction at any time by
notifying your bank or building society and advising
the Council.
