Street Trading - Designation of Prohibited and Consent Streets 
On 11 March 2019 Elmbridge Borough Council, having duly 
considered representations, passed a resolution to designate 
streets in its district as either Prohibited or Consent Streets in 
relation to street trading. Street trading will not be allowed in 
Prohibited Streets and these streets are identifed below, (1). 
The remaining streets have been designated Consent Streets (2). 
requiring a consent to be obtained from the Council prior to street 
trading being permitted. 
Notice of Passed Resolution. 
Pursuant to paragraph 2(1) of Schedule 4 to the Local Government 
(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982, Elmbridge Borough Council 
for the purposes of regulating street trading in the Borough 
hereby resolves with effect from 1 September 2019, being a date 
not earlier than one month from the date of frst publication of 
this notice:-
(1) Designate the following as Prohibited Streets where no street 

trading may take place: 
A245 (Byfeet Road) from the Painshill roundabout to the  
junction with 
Brooklands Road 
A244 (Warren Lane), Oxshott - all along its entire length 
Copsem Lane, Esher - all along its entire length 
Claremont Lane, Esher - all along its entire length 
A309 (Hampton Court Way) all along its entire length 
A307 (Portsmouth Road, Esher) from the Scilly Isles to  
Fairmile Lane 

(2) Designate all remaining streets in the Borough as Consent 
Streets where street trading is prohibited without the consent 
of the Council.
