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Council commitments

Climate change impacts us all, which is why in 2019 we declared a climate emergency and pledged to become a carbon neutral
council by 2030.

We worked to assess our carbon footprint and created the Carbon Footprint Baseline Report (2018/19) for our direct operations,
including our Civic Centre and Centres for the Community buildings.

In 2024, we undertook a further assessment of 23 additional operational assets, which were non-tenanted and where we have full
repairing responsibility, to include within our carbon footprint. The emissions for these sites, which include pavilions, public
conveniences, cemeteries and splash pads, outlined in the further assessment summary, have been included within our 2023-2024
figures.

Carbon emissions
The reduction of carbon, or greenhouse gas (GHG), emissions are categorised into three scopes.
e Scope 1 - direct emissions from owned or controlled sources such as gas and fuel consumption for fleet
e Scope 2 - indirect emissions from the generation of purchased electricity, steam, heating and cooling consumed by the
